TEMPORARY CLOSURE OF GOLF LINKS ROAD, FERNDOWN
DORSET COUNTY COUNCIL has made an Order under Section 14 [2] of the Road Traffic Regulations Act 1984, as amended.   All vehicles will be prohibited from proceeding along Golf Links Road, Ferndown between its junctions with Evening Glade and Linton Lawns, a distance of approximately 125 metres.  The order is needed in order to comply with Health and Safety Regulations, which require the provision of safe working areas and to minimise the likelihood of danger to Highway Users.  It will come into operation on Monday 03 November 2014 until Friday 07 November 2014, a period of 5 days.  But it will remain in force for 18 months and can be extended, with the approval of the Secretary of State for Transport, if necessary.

This order will enable RMH Construction Ltd to install a new foul sewer connection.
The alternative route, which will be signed, is as follows:  from the northern end of the closure proceed northwards.  Turn left into Golf Links Road and proceed to the junction.  Turn left onto New Road (A347) and follow the road southwards and eastwards to the junction with Golf Links Road.  Turn left and follow the road to the southern end of the closure.  The reverse route applies.
