MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 15th FEBRUARY 2017
The minutes had been circulated prior to the meeting and were accepted as an accurate record. (Pages 11201 to 11202)
4.
PURE TOWN PLANNING & HOMER & PARDY DEVELOPMENTS (39 – 41 Dudsbury Road proposal)

A presentation was given about the proposed development , the history of applications, how the current plans have been arrived at and possible alternative options by other parties.  The proposal is to demolish the existing care home and build a smaller scheme than previously submitted, containing 9 units over 3 floors. The number of windows has been reduced and the rear of the development has been shifted slightly north, whilst also including a single storey wrapped around the building.  Parking is for 10 cars and a location for bins and bicycles included.  Confirmation of TPO status on the trees to be sent to the Council, however they plan to keep as many trees as possible and plant more.  Residents asked numerous questions and raised concerns, including the probable overspill of parking onto Dudsbury near a bend/junction and to the impact of the development on the Special Character Area.  Cllr Manuel abstained from all conversation.  Cllr Penwill thanked Mr Miell & Mr Homer for their informative presentation.
Cllr Manuel joined the meeting at 19:40hrs (following a Cabinet Meeting) and 9 members of the public left the meeting at 20:20hrs

The Clerk talked through the report which included annual memberships, signage and correspondence received.

NEW COUNCILLOR
Cllr Penwill invited Mrs Lynn Wilson to introduce herself to Council and explain what she could bring as a Councillor. Cllr Penwill proposed that Lynn be co-opted as a Cllr, and the motion was passed with a unanimous vote. Paperwork was completed and Cllr Penwill welcomed Cllr Wilson to the Council, who joined Councillors at the table.

APPROVE FIXED ASSET REGISTER (circulated prior to the meeting)
The Fixed Asset Register is an annual requirement of the external audit. Cllrs were invited to comment and acceptance of the document was passed in resolution with a unanimous vote.

GRASS CUTTING CONTRACT

The Clerk provided details of 3 quotes for the grass cutting contract of the recreation ground, with  further quotes requested from District and County, awaited.  Councillors delegated powers to Clerk to make the decision once all quotes received.

MENTAL HEALTH REVIEW - CONSULTATION (email circulated prior to the meeting)
Cllr Bamborough provided an overview of the consultation and raised significant concerns relating to the reduction of beds for Alzheimers patients, the reduction in rehabilitation for long term mental health problems and whilst the extension of support to Dorset Police in 'managing people who possibly have mental health challenges' has been a welcome provision, talking to officers 'on the ground' the provision seems inadequate.

DORSET RURAL POLICING SURVEY

Councillors felt the key areas of concern for West Parley are residential burglary, fraud / scams / criminal activity and Fly Tipping.

REVIEW YEAR END FINANCIAL POSITION (circulated prior to the meeting) & APPROVE SPENDS

The Clerk provided an overview of the spends as the financial year comes to a close, with remaining spends of signage, chipper, dog bins, bunting and any incidentals.  It was proposed to move amounts from Community expenditure of noticeboards, charities and community / event sponsorship to Corporate expenditure and also to ringfence funds for specific expected costs.

PLANNING MATTERS
The Chairman passed the meeting to the Planning Chairman, Cllr Court.  The minutes of the Planning Committee meeting of 1st March 2017 had been circulated prior to the meeting and were accepted as an accurate reflection of the meeting.  Cllr Court then provided an overview of the refusals & permissions made by EDDC, before discussing the following applications:

59 Cammel Road, West Parley

Demolish front porch & rear conservatories & erect new single storey front & rear extensions, a two storey side extension & garage conversion.

Councillors discussed the application and wish to offer no objection to the proposed development. (5 in favour, 1 abstention)
Ref: 3/17/0113/FUL 
Dudsbury Guide Camp Christchurch Road 

Erection of an Iron Age roundhouse
Councillors discussed the application and wish to offer no objection to the proposed development as it does not affect the openness of greenbelt but would recommend the presence of a door on the dwelling. (5 in favour, 1 abstention)
Dorset Waste and Mineral Sites
Consultation of Bournemouth, Dorset and Poole Draft Waste Plan – Waste Site Options in Blandford and Purbeck
Councillors discussed the proposal and were in support of the site a Purbeck which is a more suitable site to Eco, which is unsuitable for the development due to the proximity of Bournemouth Airport.
Cllr Court passed the meeting back to the Chairman, Cllr Penwill.

COUNCILLORS LEAD AREAS
Cllr Court confirmed that the footpaths have been checked, and the broken gate at the entrance to the footpath off of the drive at Dudsbury, which leads through to the Guide Camp, was removed by Dorset County Council.

Cllr Dinsdale informed Council that the contractor is asking for a summer planting colour scheme, blue and yellow were suggested as in keeping with Council colours.  Nominations for the exceptional contribution Award will be required in the next few months.  Final work will take place in Parley Wood to shred foliage already cut back (Tuesday 21st).

Cllr Bundy apologised that the village guide couldn’t be opened electronically and would try to resend.

Cllr Penwill confirmed that she will stand down as Vice Chair at the end of the Council year and a re-division and reallocation of lead areas was suggested.
