Side and Rear Extensions and Additional Accommodation in Roof
Councillors discussed the application and considered the proposal to be in keeping with other extensions on the road and therefore offer no objection to the application.

Councillors discussed the application and felt this was in keeping with the road in the Special Character Area and with no impact on the street scene from the road, therefore the Council offer no objection to the application.

Front And Rear Extensions, Raise Roof To Create First Floor Accommodation (Including Dormer Windows To 

Front And Balcony To Rear)
Councillors discussed the application and noted the concerns of the neighbour and were in agreement that the first floor windows on the east and west elevations be obscured glass to protect the neighbour’s enjoyment of their garden. Regarding the height of the wall along the boundary line, Councillors agreed that this needs to be negotiated between the Planners, Applicant and neighbour to reach a satisfactory conclusion. No objection is offered to the application if these are matters are considered.

Land adjoining The Retreat, Barrack Road, West Parley

Replacement of and existing mobile home and commercial vehicle storage yard with a 3 bedroom bungalow and associated residential curtilage.

Councillors discussed the matter at length, with differing opinions.  Whilst the proposed bungalow would improve the street scene along Barrack Road, Natural England have clarified that the development is contrary to planning regulations as it is on Greenbelt land and close to 400 metre proximity of a Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI).  A vote was taken with a 5:1 majority to object to the proposed plans based on the proposal being in greenbelt and its proximity to a SSSI.  The Clerk to write to the Planning Inspectorate with this decision.
