Minutes of the Planning Committee Meeting on Wednesday 6th September 2017
MS Centre, Church Lane, West Parley.

Cllr Court opened the meeting at 7.30pm 
1.Apologies:
Cllr Wilson & Cllr Allen.

2. Pecuniary or non-pecuniary interest: Cllr Penwill expressed a non-pecuniary interest in 14 Elm Tree Walk. The Clerk confirmed that she would exclude herself from all discussions on 19 Glenmoor Road application.
3. Applications considered:
The chairman brought forward the following application, to allow members of the public the opportunity to speak on the proposal, after which the member of the public left the meeting for Councillors to discuss the application and reach a decision.

3/17/2192/HOU              14 Winnards Close, West Parley
Side and rear extension. Internal and external alterations and refurbishment

The Planning Chairman explained that the previous application had been discussed in June and Councillors had deemed it bulky, unneighbourly and out of character for the road.  Councillors acknowledged the applicants attempts to alter the proposal, to reduce the impact on neighbouring properties and to be more in character with the road.  Councillors wish to offer no objection to the proposed development, but would ask that a condition be attached to ensure there is lower level obscured screening on the balcony, and that the Juliette balcony remains flush with the property and does not become a part or full balcony.   (4 in favour, 1 abstention)
3/17/2058/HOU              13 Linden Close, West Parley
Demolition of garage.  Side and rear single storey extension including roof extension to create habitable accommodation.

Councillors discussed the application and whilst they have no objection to the single storey extension, they do have concern over the increase in roof height as it appears to be excessive, which would be both unneighbourly and overbearing.  Comment. (5 in favour)
3/17/2103/HOU             19 Glenmoor Road, West Parley

Retain metal railing @ 1.52m in height to the side boundary (retrospective)
Councillors discussed the application and felt the tall silver fencing was both out of character and out of keeping for Glenmoor Road.  Its installation contravenes the open plan covenant which the area has benefited from since the 1960s, where front gardens are bordered by hedging. Councillors have concern that if permitted, it would set a precedent for others.  Councillors concluded that they wish to submit a strong objection. (5 in favour)

3/17/2033/HOU               8 Burnbrae Road, West Parley

2 storey rear extension and dormer roof extensions
The Planning Chairman explained that a previous application was discussed in April, which the Parish Council objected to on its bulk and overbearing nature.  Councillors discussed this application, which appears to have reduced the impact from the previous application, on the neighbouring property.  Councillors wish to offer no objection to the proposed application.  (5 in favour)
3/17/2205/CONDR         1 Conifer Close, West Parley

Variation of Condition 2 of Application 3/17/0735 to re-site double garage and change window positions , abandon erection of single garage
The Planning Chairman explained that the previous application discussed was for 1 & 2 Conifer Close, where the Council’s concern related to the height of the 2 storey garage and possible severing.  Councillors discussed this application and Councillors have no objection to the relocation of the double garage, but still wish to add a condition that it cannot be severed from the main dwelling house, now or in the future.  (5 in favour)
3/17/1735/HOU              14 Elm Tree Walk, West Parley

Rear extension and loft conversion with front dormer and rear half-hipped roof
Councillors discussed the amended plans. Due to the property being set back from the road compared to neighbouring dwellings, the impact of the rear extension is greater than usual on neighbouring properties. This has been highlighted by the many objections submitted on Dorset for You.    Whilst attempts have been made to address the impact on neighbouring properties, Council still have concern regarding overlooking and the bulk of the proposed extension and therefore wish to object to the proposed development.  (4 in favour, 1 abstention)
3/16/2798/FUL                25 Winnards Close, West Parley

Demolish Existing dwelling and build replacement dwelling

The Planning Chairman explained that the previous application had been discussed in February, which the Parish Council objected to on the ground of size, appearance and design, and for being out of character for the close.  It was also felt that the concerns of the inspectorate had not been fully addressed.
Councillors discussed this application and whilst some alterations have been made to reduce the overall height, the consensus was that it remained out of character for the Close, which would have a negative effect on the street scene.  Its bulk and mass would have an overbearing effect on the neighbour and that the design remains as a house, rather than a chalet bungalow which is the current street scene.  Councillors wish to object to the proposed development.  (5 in favour)

8/17/2282/DCC         Eco Sustainable Solutions Ltd, Chapel Lane, Hurn
Variation of Conditions 2 (Development to Be in Accordance with Approved Plans) and 3 (Operation in Accordance with Application Documents) of planning permission 8/16/2910/DCC (retrospective).
Councillors did not feel confident in their understanding of the proposal and asked the Clerk to seek clarification from DCC on what the previous conditions were, and what variations were being requested.  This would require an extension to the deadline for Comment from 14th September until after the next full council meeting on 20th.
